YCDCC chair Bob Schelen reported the committee’s May meeting considered two ballot

initiatives for the November ballot.

1. The MICRA initiative to increase the maximum penalty in medical malpractice suits

from $250,000 to $1,000,000. No endorsement was made.

2. The intiative to give the state insurance commissioner power to challenge and

disallow health care insurance premium increases deemed excessive. YCDCC has

already endorsed this initiative at an earlier meeting attended by insurance

commissioner Dave Jones.

Schelen reported that the Yolo County Democratic Booth at the County Fair will be just

inside the entrance to the exhibitors pavillion versus far to the rear of the building for

recent past fairs.

Schelen called for kudos for Carl Schmid for organizing the Davis Demorats 4th off July

celebration booth.

He said that YCDCC leaders would be meeting soon with 4AD candidate Bill Dodd’s

campaign to coordinate campaign efforts. Dodd will attend the July YCDCC meeting.

Schelen added that there will be a Take Back the House event September 7 at the

Davis Veterans memorial hall with Congressmen Garamendi, Bera and McNerny in

attendance.

Schelen reported on the California Democratic Party Executive Committee would be

held over the upcoming weekend in Oakland. He noted that the state controller election

had Betty Yee ahead of John Perez by 481 votes. Perez can request a recount.

The 2014 YCDCC annual Bean Feed will be held Sunday September 7 from 4:30 to

7:30 p.m. at the Davis Veterans Memorial Hall.
