YOLO COUNTY DEMOCRATIC PARTY

Chris Allen gave a report about the Yolo County Fair booth.  He reported that it was a successful booth this year.  They registered over 30 voters and sold over $600 in merchandise.  The booth cost $1000, but it was felt that it was worth the effort.  It also got the Woodland Club active and they had a bilingual presence.

Ellie and Bob Bockwinkel are in charge of fundraising for the Bean feed on October 3.  They reported that there were $5000 in pledges by union and premier sponsors with a $1000 pledge from Wells Fargo Bank.  There are over $8000 in pledges and checks collected so far with $3000 from individual club members from all over Yolo County.  Most of these were reported to be living in Davis.  Of the premier sponsors, it was reported that Garamendi, Matsui, and Bera all pledged $500.

TREASURER REPORT

Treasurer Ameer Alsawef presented his report to the board.  He said that we have about $7885 total, between the two bank accounts, Federal and State.  There was $1000 that went out this last month and we collected $70.
