AGENDA

MOTION/VOTE
Bob Bockwinkel made the motion to approve the agenda as submitted.  Carl Schmid seconded the motion.  The agenda was approved with no objection and it passed unanimously.

No Minutes were submitted by the Recording Secretary on line.  The Recording Secretary was on Medical Sabbatical. 
PUBLIC COMMENT and COMMUNICATIONS
There were no comments from the public.
REPORTS
DAVIS CAMPUS DEMOCRATS

Michelle College Dems president Frances Haydock gave the report.  UCDavis has started classes.  At their first in-person meeting of the new school year, there were 60 people at their first meeting.  This Summer they walked in Hanford for Rudy Salas.  They attended and helped at a Sacramento Verbs   fundraiser and supported a United Farm Workers' sponsored bill which the Governor recently signed.  They also helped man the Democratic Party booth at the state fair.  They also travelled to Orange County to knock on doors for Katie Porter and Dave Chen.  Their guest speaker is Josh Porter this week and they plan to knock on doors for him in Stockton.  They have walked and plan to walk more for Cecelia Aguiar-Curry.  They did an endorsement for Gloria Pardita and did an endorsement in the West Sac city council race. 

YOLO COUNTY DEMOCRATIC PARTY
Linda Deo reported that they raised enough money to send out mailers for all their endorsed candidates.  There will be about 34,000 pieces of mail going out supporting Gavin Neusom, Cecilia Aguiar-Curry,  Mike Thompson, Prop 1 and others that the YCDP endorsed.  They will have the first in-person non-virtual meeting in October.  
SISTER DISTRICT & INDIVISBLE
There is no information on Sister District.  Indivisible is having a march for the upcoming November election, but Linda had no details on that for the board.
TREASURER REPORT

Ameer e-mailed the August report.  We started out the month with $26980 of that  $17,314 was in the Federal account and $9,666 in the state account. After mailing out the checks to the Federal CA House and Senate campaigns, we ended up with $11,271 with $1,605 in the Federal account and $9,666 in state account.  

President Souza is considering sending money to Val Demmings.  There was discussion to transfer $8000 from the state to the federal account.  Ameer explained the rules that you need to designate where the money is planned to be donated and you cannot do a transfer without waiting 10 days and have to wait 30 days after the money is transferred to donate out the money.
MOTION
Carl made the motion to transfer $8000 to the Federal account to donate to congressional races by the club.  Moises Diaz seconded the motion.  

DISCUSSION
Bob Schelen in discussing the motion asked the board if we wanted to donate money to the Sacramento Board of Supervisors race.  Progressive Democrat Jaclyn Moreno is running against Republican Pat Hume.  This is a non-partisan race, but various Democratic party organizations are donating to this race, which is seen as important to the region and the entire state.  Bob Marr stated that the Stonewall and the Truman Club Democrats have donated money and Frances stated that Davis Campus Dems had endorsed Moreno. 

SUSTITUTE MOTION
A substitute motion was made by Ameer Alswaf to transter $6000 to the Federal account.  Two thousand will be donated to the Jaclyn Moreno Sacramento Supervisor district 5 race.  This motion was seconded by Rick Gonzales, Linda Deos and Bob Schelen.

VOTE
The motion passed with no objections.  The official vote was 14 ayes and 0 nays.

Carl Schmid made the request that the Truman Club be informed of the DDC donation and that it be announced that we are supporting their efforts.  This would be an outreach effort to bring in their members to participate in fundraising activities.  Bob Schelen sits on the Club's board and will inform them.  Bob Schelen will also handle the footwork with the campaign number and the passing of the check to the Moreno campaign.  
Rick Gonzales wanted to make the motion that G Richard Yamagata be instructed to send out an e-mailing the House and Senate donations indicating which candidates and how much money was donated.  G Richard Yamagata stated that had already been done to the e-mail list and to the Twitter account.  He also added the reason that Rick was not seeing the club e-mail is that the mailing list has his e-mail address being set to not send out e-mail to his account by someone that access to his e-mail.  He has turned on the e-mail twice and someone using his password credentials is logging in and turning the e-mail off.

Bob Bockwinkel reported that he has no prospective candidates at this time.

Bob Hopkins reported that we have 169 dues paying members. 
NEWSLETTER

The newsletter will have both Kathy Williams-Fossdahl and Don Saylor as donors.  We continued with the third installment of statements from Davis City Council candidates for this November election. This third in the series was well received by our readers.  Carl has had positive feedback from many people that have read them.  Also, the list of congressional candidates that the club donated to their campaigns will appear in the next newsletter.  

To sum up the donations, the DDC has raised and is sending money for US Senate candidates:  Catherine Cortez Masto for Nevada, Raphael Warnock for Georgia, Mandela Barnes for Wisconsin, Tim Ryan for Ohio and Cheri Beasley for North Carolina.  Alex Padilla has blessed our donations to these candidates.  The DDC has raised and is sending money for US House candidates: Adam Gray CA's 21 District, Christy Smith CA's 27 District, Rudy Salas for CA's 22 District and Josh Harder for CA's 10 District.  John Garamendi and Mike Thompson has blessed our donations to these candidates.

Carl apologized that he tried to insert color photos into this month's newsletter and the color photos were washed out at coffee shop. The next newsletter will feature a John Garamendi farewell to the district as we are redistricted outside his district.
