REPORTS
DAVIS CAMPUS DEMOCRATS

Michelle College Dems president Frances Haydock gave the report.  The organization was quite busy this last month.  They knocked on doors for Josh Harder in Stockton, went to Reno to knock on doors for Catherine Cortez Masto (US Sen) and Steve Sisolak (Gov), phone banking for Yes on CA Prop 1 (protects abortion rights), knocked on doors in Davis for Gloria and Dan Carson (because they had hard races before them), fund linking for Georgia for Senator Warnock and Stacy Abrams, and fund linking for candidates in southern California, including Tim Robertson running for state senate district 4.  They will be phone banking for the Governor of Oregon race and will take part in the Yolo County Democratic Party phone bank on their "Day of Action."  They also did phone banking for various Sacramento Democratic candidates running for US House and County Supervisor and other local municipal races.  They will phone bank to try to achieve a bigger majority in the Senate and to maintain control of the House. 
COUNTY DEMOCRATIC PARTY
Linda Deos reported for the County Democratic Party.  She reported that there was a new YCDP Democratic club, The Pride Club (LGBTQ+).  Jonathan Howard spearheaded this effort.  The group got out the election mailer for all of the endorsed candidates.  They also sent money to 5 Democratic state assembly candidates to support their campaigns in races that from polling are too close to call.  The YCDP is taking part in managing the A-Dems elections for representatives from Cecilia Agiar-Curry's assembly district.  This will take place on January 23 and there will be 14 people elected.  The caucus will be held in Sacramento.  There will be more news as the day gets closer. 
There will be about 34,000 pieces of mail going out supporting Gavin Neusom, Cecilia Aguiar-Curry,  Mike Thompson, Prop 1 and others that the YCDP endorsed.  
SISTER DISTRICT & INDIVISBLE
The report is that Sister District is doing phone banking and mailing postcards for Democratic Candidates.
